
 

 

On Course Playing Sessions 2026 
 
Alongside the weekly group coaching sessions, players are encouraged to take part 
in our weekly on-course playing opportunities. Playing on the course is the most 
important part of improving in golf. It allows players to practise the skills they 
learn in coaching sessions in a real playing environment. Players will progress 
through our On Course Pathway, recording their scores and progress on the My 
Pathway 2 Golf App. 
 
 
Levels 1–2: Nestie Course 
Players at Level 1 and Level 2 will play on the Nestie Course – Carnoustie’s 5-hole 
developmental course. 
 
Key Information 

• No tee time booking required – simply turn up and play 
• Try to arrange to play with friends where possible 
• Maximum 4 players per group 
• A round should take around 40 minutes 

 
The Nestie Course is free to access 24 hours a day, 7 days a week, and adults are 
welcome to play too.

Level 3: Burnside Course 
Once a player can complete the Nestie Course in 30 shots or fewer, they will 
progress to Level 3. Level 3 takes place on the Burnside Course, one of 
Carnoustie’s 18-hole courses. 
 
Session Details 

• When: Sunday afternoons (26th April – 27th September) 
• Tee Times: 4:00pm – 4:30pm 
• Course Setup: First 4 holes only, finishing at the 4th green 
• Tees: Orange tees 
• Round Time: Approximately 60 minutes 
 

This shorter course format helps players transition gradually from the Nestie 
Course. 
 
Please note: 

• No Junior Season Ticket is required to play during these reserved times 
• Volunteers or PGA Coaches will not be present at these sessions 

 
How to Book 

1. Call 01241 802290 and ask to book a place in the Carnoustie Craws Level 3 
Sunday session (4:00–4:30pm). 

2. The starter will book you into an available tee time. Bookings can be made up 
to 7 days in advance. 

o You may book friends who are also Level 3 players. 
o Otherwise, players may be grouped together. 
o Maximum group size: 3 players. 

3. If you cannot attend your tee time, please call to cancel so another player 
can take the space. 

 
Additional Note 
Junior Season Ticket holders can also play at other times, but players under 12 
must be accompanied by an adult during the round. 
 



 

 

Levels 4–5: Burnside & Buddon Courses 
Players who complete Level 3 (score of 24 or better) will move to Levels 4 and 5. 
 
Session Details 

• When: Friday evenings (24th April – 25th September) 
• Courses: Burnside or Buddon 
• Tee Times: 5:15pm – 5:45pm 
• Format: 9 holes 
• Expected Time: Approximately 100–120 minutes 

 
Tee Boxes 

• Level 4: Black tees 
• Level 5: Green tees (score of 54 or better from Black tees) 

 
A PGA Professional will be present during these sessions, and parents are 
welcome to walk the course with players. 
 
How to Book 

1. Call 01241 802290 and ask to book a place in the Carnoustie Craws Level 4 
& 5 Friday session (5:15–5:45pm). 

2. Bookings can be made up to 7 days in advance. 
o You can book with friends at the same level. 
o Otherwise, the starter will group players together. 
o Maximum group size: 3 players. 

3. If you cannot attend, please call to cancel your tee time. 
Additional Note 
Junior Season Ticket holders can also play at other times, but players under 12 
must be accompanied by an adult.
